Milan, 1 February, 2018 – UCI Italia, part of Europe’s largest cinema chain, Odeon Cinemas Group, 

is expanding the UCI Cinemas circuit through the acquisition of the SEVEN CINEPLEX at Gioia del 

Colle, in the province of Bari. Located at No. 80, Via Federico Fellini, the multiplex has 8 digital 

screens fitted with the Dolby Digital Surround audio system, and offers a total of 1,295 seats. With 

this acquisition, UCI Cinemas is consolidating its leadership both nationally – arriving at a total of 
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50 multiplexes, with 503 screens and a market share of 22% – and within the Puglia region, where 

it already had the 12-screen UCI Molfetta multiplex and the 8-screen UCI Showville Bari multiplex.
